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At the NIHL, our priority is creating a fun, fair, and rewarding hockey experience for everyone. While
players may not always receive their first-choice team or division, and may even be moved at times to
help maintain league and division parity, every placement is made with the bigger picture in mind:
ensuring competitive balance, supporting player development, and building a great community on the
ice.

We value every request and consider them carefully, even though we cannot guarantee specific
outcomes. What we can guarantee is an environment where you’ll play the sport you love, make new
friends, get great exercise, and continually build your skills. No matter what team you join, you’ll be
part of a supportive group all working toward a shared goal, enjoying the game of hockey and
growing together as players.

During the early part of each season, NIHL management may adjust team rosters by moving players
between teams within the same division or by placing players in a different division. These decisions
are made at the discretion of NIHL management. Team captains and affected players may be
consulted, but final decisions rest solely with NIHL management.
 
Players who do not wish to accept a trade or divisional movement may choose to leave the league. In
these cases, NIHL management will consider providing a pro-rata refund based on the number of
games remaining in the season, provided that a replacement player from the official waiting list is
available to fill the vacated roster spot, as per current refund policy.
 
A “trade deadline” date will apply each season and multiple player movements may occur during this
period. This date will be announced at the time season schedules are finalised and will normally fall
within the first one-third of the regular season.
 
Once the trade deadline has passed, and all trades announced prior to the trade deadline are
finalised, management will not make further changes to team rosters for the remainder of the
season.
